A Legal Financial Obligations (LFOs) are
court imposed fees and fines that may
impact one's ability to afford basic
needs. This clinic will seek to waive
court imposed fines and fees related to
felony convictions in Superior Court
cases.

\ What happens iflcannot
i pay myLFOs?

Jail Time: If the court finds you intentionally
failed to pay your LFOs, you may face up to
60 days in county jail.

Loss of Benefits: Failure to pay your LFOs
may result in loss of government benefits
such as:
« Temporary Assistance for Needy Families
(TANF),
« State Family Assistance (SFA),
« Pregnant Women Assistance (PWA),
« Aged, Blind, or Disabled (ABD) cash,
« referral to the Housing and Essential
